Porodica Mare Šavije je do 1991. godine živjela u selu Gola Kosa, Mjesna 
zajednica Ahmići. U ratu je selo u potpunosti razrušeno, te je tada 
devetočlana porodica Šavija dislocirana u mjesto Nadioci. Za vrijeme rata, tri 
člana su poginula, a porodica je nastavila da živi u veoma teškim socijalnim 
uvijetima. Danas porodicu Šavija čini pet članova – Mara, sin Mijo, njegova 
žena i dvoje male djece. Mijino jedno dijete je dijete sa posebnim potrebama, 
drugo djete pohađa osnovnu školu, a uskoro očekuju rođenje trećeg djeteta. 
U ovoj porodici, nažalost, niko ne radi. Žive od Marine skromne penzije, te 
nadnica koje dobiva sin Mijo U sklopu pomoći Catholic Relief Service-a 
(CRS) dobili su novčanu pomoć u iznosu 150 KM mjesečno, za period od 24 
mjeseca. Porodica Šavija se bavi poljoprivredom, a povremeno prodaju 

proizvedeno povrće svojim komšijama u selu. Posjeduju stado ovaca, 
kravu i kokoši, od kojih ostvaruju skroman prihod, te hranu za vlastite 
potrebe. Sredstvima koja su obezbijedili donatori, u sklopu Regionalnog 
stambenog programa (RSP), ovoj porodici je izgrađena nova kuća, čime će 
se poboljšati njihovi životni uslovi. Mara je izuzetno zahvalna na nesebičnoj 
pomoći donatora, te ističe da bi porodici izuzetno dobro došao novi 
motokultivator ili kosilica, koji bi im olakšao poljoprivredne radove. Nova 
kuća porodice Šavija je završena, a bit će useljiva čim se priključi struja, za 
što je nadležnost preuzela Opština Vitez. Mara je izuzetno zahvalna 
donatorima na pruženoj pomoći, a zahvlanost dolazi i od predstavnika 
lokalne zajednice koji naglašavaju da RSP ljudima iz okolnih mjesta 
svakodnevno čini život ljepšim i humanijim.  
 
SAVIJA’S FAMILY 
 

Until 1991, Savija’s family used to live in village Gola Kosa, Local Community 
of Ahmići. During the war, the village was completely destroyed, and at the 
time nine-member family was dislocated to village Nadioci. During the war, 
three family members were killed and the rest of the family continued to live in 
very difficult social conditions. Today, Savija family has five members – Mara, 
son Mijo, his wife and two small children. One of Mijo’s children is a child with 
special needs, the second child is enrolled in primary school and soon they are 
expecting the birth of their third child. Unfortunately, no one is working in this 
family. They provide their living from Mara’s modest pension and from Mijo’s 
wages. Within the scope of Catholic Relief Service (CRS) help program they 
have received financial assistance in the amount of 150 KM per month, for a 

period of 24 months. Savija family is engaged in agriculture and they sell vegetables to their neighbors in village 
once in a while. They have herds of sheep, cows and chickens, from which they are able to provide modest 
income and food for their own needs. With the help of the funds provided by the donors, within the Regional 
Housing Program (RHP), a new home was built for this family, which will significantly improve their living 
conditions. Mara is extremely grateful for the unselfish help of the donors, and she points out that a new 
motocultivator or a lawnmower could be very helpful and make their agricultural labor easier. New home for this 
family is finished and will be ready to move in as soon as the electricity is connected, for which the jurisdiction 
was took over by the Municipality of Vitez. Mara is extremely grateful to the donors on the assistance provided, 
as well as the representatives of the local community who emphasize that the RHP manages to make the 
everyday life of these people more livable and humanely.
